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Photography Service Terms and Conditions

Article 1: Reservation, Payment, and Cancellation Policy

A 50% deposit of the total photography fee is required to confirm your reservation.

Cancellations made at least 7 days prior to the scheduled shoot date (excluding the shoot day)
will receive a full refund.

*For Mount Fuji Photography Plan B, cancellations made at least 20 days in advance (excluding
the shoot day) will be fully refunded.

Article 2: Delivery, Retouching, and Data Management

Edited photo data will be delivered within 2—4 days after the shoot.

Requests for photo retouching must be submitted within 10 days of data delivery.
Retouched images will be delivered within 3 weeks.

All data will be stored for 1 month; please download it within this period.

Article 3: Pricing and Coverage Area

The listed prices apply only to photo shoots within the 23 wards of Tokyo.

For other locations, round-trip transportation costs for the photographer will be charged
additionally.

Any entry fees required at the shooting location must be paid by the client.

Kimono rentals, hair styling, or transportation services are not included in the base fee and are
available upon request for an additional charge.

Article 4: Weather and Force Majeure

In case of bad weather or other force majeure events, one free rescheduling will be allowed.

Article 5: Tardiness and On-the-Day Conduct

If the client is late, the lost time will not be compensated or extended.
Should the client engage in inappropriate behavior, including intoxication or actions against public
order, the photographer reserves the right to cancel the shoot without refund.



Article 6: Copyright and Usage Rights

All copyrights of the photos belong to the photographer.

Clients may use the images freely for non-commercial purposes.

For commercial usage, a separate license must be obtained.

Please notify us in advance if you do not wish your photos to be published or shared publicly.
Article 7: Safety and Equipment Liability

The client is responsible for any damage caused to equipment due to negligence.

In case of personal injury during the shoot, the client shall bear all responsibility.
Article 8: Add-On Services and Overtime Fees

Shoot extensions are subject to prior consultation and availability on the day of the shoot.
Additional retouching is available at JPY 1,000 per photo (tax included).

Article 9: Governing Law and Jurisdiction

These terms shall be governed by the laws of Japan.

In the event of any dispute, the Tokyo District Court shall have exclusive jurisdiction as the court
of first instance.
